Academics and practitioners often conceive accounting as depicting some
preexisting financial reality. Examples include Canadian labor arbitrator
Teplitsky’s assertion that an employer’s ability (o pay can be determined
“objcctively by an examination of the employer’s balance sheet;” American labor
educators Trumble and Tudor’s assertion that “when labor leaders and others are
trained in how to read a financial report, a strategic plan, or annual report, they can
understand the truc health of the firm;” and the contention of Gomez-Mcjia that
“we can precisely measure revenue.”

The foundational changes that have occurred in governmental accounting and
auditing over the past 25 years are revealed by considering the realities of
governmental accounting and auditing 25 vears ago. In 1980, there was no
Governmental Accounting Standards Board:; there was no Federal Accounting
Standards Advisory Board, and there was no Single Audit Act. The U.S. government
did not publish audited financial statements, and state/local government did not report
on a government-wide basis. Of course, there were accounting and auditing standards
prior to 1980, but many aspects of the currently accepted framework for accounting
and auditing had not been implemented in 1980.

Spending by state and local governments accounts for roughly 11 percent of
total GDP in the United States. And, spending by the federal governiment accounts
for roughly 7 percent of GDP in the United States.
